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Synopsis
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Units of Measurement
The International System of Units (SI) shall be used witn its standard abbreviations and prefixes.

When necessary units of other systems may be used between brackets and placed after the SI units.

Parts of the paper
Besides the cover sheet, the papel shall present the following parts:

 Abstract
The abstract shall be prepared in such form as to allow the reader to identify the content and conclusion of the paper.

The synopsis should no exceed 2/3 of the page.

The title "ABSTRACT" shall be typed in capital letters and shall not be numbered.

Introduction

The introduction should give the general aspects and background of the paper.

Important: The purpose of the paper shall be clearly mentioned in the last paragraph of the introduction.

The title "INTRODUCTION" shall be typed in capital letters and shall be numbered. All other subsequent items shall be numbered in sequence.
Body of paper

The paper may be divided into as many items as required by the author.

  Conclusion

The conclusion should be concise and objective. In preparing the conclusion the author should bear in mind that frequently this item is read before the rest of the content. Therefore, it is advisable that the author, besides giving a clear description of the conclusion, makes reference to the items of the paper.
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This item should provide information which would enable the reader to refer to,.technical publications on which relevant items are based in the text.

These technical publications when mentioned in the text should be followed by a number corresponding to the list of reference.

Example: In the text ...The pre-heat temperature was determined by the Suzuki method (5).
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
